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On May 26, 2011, the DepartmentissuedCon~pj~iiBulletin 201 1-06 to provideguidanceto Illinois-
licensedinsurancecompaniesregardingcompliancewith the Religious FreedomProtectionand Civil
UnionAct (“the Act;” 750 ILCS 75/1 etseq.).

CB 2011-06instructedcompaniesto “immediatelyinform insuredsandpotential insuredsabout
compliancewith theAct on all policy forms,applications,orothermaterialsdistributedto those
insuredsor potentialinsureds.”

This Bulletin providesthe following additional guidanceaboutthe form and contentofthis notification
requirement,in responseto questionsreceivedby theDepartment.

CB 2011-06doesnot requirea companyto initiateand distributea notification solely for thepurposeof
informing insureds about the company’s compliancewith the Act. Rather, CB 2011-06 requires
companiesto include, in the first set of policy forms,annualprivacy noticesor othersimilar written
materials,excludingpremiumor billing notices,distributedto insuredsafterthe Act’s effectivedateof
June1, 2011, a notice regardingthe company’scompliancewith the Act. The notice should provide
basicinformationabouttheAct andinform insuredsthat thepolicy or contractprovidespartiesto a civil
union and a marriageidentical benefitsand protections,asrequiredby the Act. The notice would be
consideredan administrativenotice, andis not requiredto be filed with theDepartmentprior to use.

The sameor similar notice should be includedin all applicationmaterialsin orderto inform potential
insuredsabouttheAct.
