

















2008 Legislative Report

House Bills
HB 4602 — Shingles Vaccine Beiser/Haine
PublicAct......... 95-0978

HB 4602 requires coverage for a vaccine for shingles that is approved for marketing by
the federal Food and Drug Administration if the vaccine is ordered by a physician
licensed to practice medicine in all its branches and the enrollee is 60 years of age or
older. In addition, changes are made to the definition of "retirement or disability period"
in provisions concerning the firemen's continuance privilege to allow a disabled or
retired fireman who did not elect to enroll in the municipal group insurance plan during
the retirement or disability period or who elected to enroll in the municipal group
insurance plan during the retirement or disability period but later dis-enrolled, to only
once thereafter, elect to enroll in the municipal group insurance plan during the annual
open enrollment or renewal period if the disabled or retired fireman meets certain
criteria and to add related provisions concerning dependents and notice.

Effective: January 1, 2009

HB 5088 — Pensions — Unclaimed Property Beaubien/Garrett
PublicAct......... 95-0950

HB 5088 amends the Department of Professional Regulation Law of the Civil
Administrative Code of lllinois and the State Finance Act to prohibit transfers to the
Professions Indirect Cost Fund from the Public Pension Regulation Fund. It further
amends the Pension Impact Note Act to provide that the pension impact note for any
legislation or amendment that the Commission on Government Forecasting and
Accountability determines would result in an increase in benefits or increased costs to a
downstate police or fire pension fund may demonstrate the fiscal impact of the
legislation on selected individual municipalities with such pension funds. HB 5088
makes changes in provisions concerning fiduciaries of and investments by downstate
police and fire pension funds. It also prohibits a trustee of a downstate police or fire
pension board from intentionally soliciting or accepting any gift from a prohibited source.
In the Downstate Police Article, adds provisions concerning the award of benefits and
makes changes concerning examinations and investigations. In the Downstate
Firefighter Article, adds provisions concerning fraud. The bill requires the Commission
on Government Forecasting and Accountability to analyze data submitted by the Public
Pension Division pertaining to downstate police and fire pension funds in each odd
numbered year. HB 5088 amends the State Mandates Act to require implementation
without reimbursement. In provisions amending the State Finance Act, HB 5088
changes the fiscal year in which the State Treasurer shall apportion the amounts
deposited into the State Pensions Fund from the Unclaimed Property Trust Fund among
the designated retirement systems from fiscal year 2010 to fiscal year 2011.

HB 5285 — Coverage of Sick Children/
Young Adult Dependent Coverage Jefferson/Kotowski
PublicAct......... 95-0958

HB 5285 provides that the medical leave of absence or reduction in course load must
be because of a catastrophic illness or injury; continuation of coverage is subject to all
of the policy's terms and conditions applicable to those forms of insurance and shall
terminate 12 months after notice of the iliness or injury or until the coverage would have
otherwise lapsed pursuant to the terms and conditions of the policy, whichever comes
first, provided the need for part-time status or medical leave of absence is supported by
a clinical certification of need from a physician licensed to practice medicine in all its
branches. HB 5285 provides that the provisions do not apply to short-term travel,
accident-only, limited, or specified disease policies or to policies or contracts designed
for issuance to persons eligible for coverage under Title XVIII of the Social Security Act,
known as Medicare, or any other similar coverage under State or federal governmental
plans.

HB 5285 further provides that policies of accident and health insurance or managed
care plans that cover dependents shall not terminate or deny election of coverage for an
unmarried dependent due to age before the dependent’s 26th birthday. Policies or plans
shall have an initial enrollment period of at least 90 days during which an insured may
elect for coverage of an unmarried dependent. HB 5285 provides criteria for an
unmarried dependent to be eligible for coverage. In addition, provides that policies of
accident and health insurance or managed care plans that cover dependents shall not
terminate or deny election of coverage for an unmarried dependent due to age before
the dependent’s 30th birthday if the dependent meets certain military service
requirements. Finally, HB 5285 provides that a policy or plan subject to the lllinois
Insurance Code shall not condition eligibility for dependent coverage on enrollment in
any educational institution.

Effective: June 1, 2009

Senate Bills
SB 0101 Habilitative Services for Children Crotty/Coulson
PublicAct......... 95-1049

SB 101 provides coverage for habilitative services for children less than 19 years of age
with a congenital, genetic, or early acquired disorder so long as specified conditions are
met. This legislation sets general exclusions and limitations of the coverage. Provides
that upon request of the reimbursing insurer, the provider under whose supervision the
habilitative services are being provided shall furnish medical records, clinical notes, or
other necessary data to allow the insurer to substantiate that initial or continued medical
treatment is medically necessary and that the patient's condition is clinically improving.
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SB 101 provides that the provisions concerning mental and emotional disorders shall
not be interpreted to require coverage for speech therapy or other habilitative services
for those individuals covered under the provisions concerning habilitative services for
children.

Effective: January 1, 2010

SB 0934 Treatment for Autism Spectrum Disorders DelLeo/May
PublicAct......... 95-1005

SB 934 provides individuals less than 21 years of age coverage for autism spectrum
disorders to the extent that the diagnosis and treatment of autism spectrum disorders
are not already covered by the policy or plan. This coverage shall be subject to a
maximum benefit of $36,000 per year, but shall not be subject to any limits on the
number of visits to an autism service provider. SB 934 sets forth definitions for "autism
spectrum disorders," "diagnosis of autism spectrum disorders," "medically necessary,"
and "treatment for autism spectrum disorders."

Effective: December 12, 2008

SB 2023 First 2008 General Revisory Haine/Mathias
PublicAct......... 95-0876

Creates the First 2008 General Revisory Act, including the lllinois Insurance Code. The
legislation combines multiple versions of sections amended by more than one public
act; renumbers sections of various acts to eliminate duplication. Finally, it corrects
obsolete cross-references and technical errors and makes stylistic changes.

Effective: August 21, 2008



Insurance Rulemaking in 2008

50 Ill. Adm. Code 807 — Custody Agreements — Insurance companies invest a sizable
portion of their assets in securities. These investments are typically held in the
companies’ custodial accounts at other financial institutions. The purpose of this new
rule is to set standards and requirements for custodians of such investment securities in
accordance with Article IX of the lllinois Insurance Code. The standards ensure that the
investment securities are adequately protected and accessible by the company or its
receiver. This new rule was adopted effective March 20, 2008 (April 4, 2008, lllinois
Register, Vol. 32, Issue 14) Lynn Shanklin, Health Insurance Specialist.

50 Ill. Adm. Code 1408 - Actuarial Opinion and Memorandum — The National
Association of Insurance Commissioners (NAIC) adopted changes to their Actuarial
Opinion and Memorandum model regulation #822. The model now requires all, or
almost all, companies to perform an asset adequacy analysis to help assure reserve
adequacy. The model includes an exemption that states may opt to include in their
regulation, which allows companies and fraternals only doing business in their state of
domicile to be exempt from the asset adequacy testing. Our state standards needed to
be made consistent with those of the NAIC to assure continued NAIC accreditation
status. This amendment was adopted effective January 1, 2009 (December 19, 2008,
lllinois Regqister, Vol. 32, Issue 51) Susan Christy, Life Actuarial Assistant.

50 Ill. Adm. Code 1409 - Valuation of Life Insurance Policies Including the Use of
Select Mortality Factors - The Division promulgated a new regulation, Part 1414,
which requires the use of the Ultimate 1980 CSO Mortality Table for determining the
minimum standard of valuation of reserves and the minimum standard nonforfeiture
values for preneed insurance products. The amendments to Part 1409 add a cross
reference to this new Rule. This amendment was adopted effective January 1, 2009
(December 19, 2008, lllinois Register, Vol. 32, Issue 51) Susan Christy, Life Actuarial
Assistant.

50 lll. Adm. Code 1412 - Recognition of the 2001 CSO Mortality Table for Use in
Determining Minimum Reserve Liabilities and Nonforfeiture Benefits — The
Division promulgated a new regulation, Part 1414, which requires the use of the
Ultimate 1980 CSO Mortality Table for determining the minimum standard of valuation
of reserves and the minimum standard nonforfeiture values for preneed insurance
products. The amendments to 50 Illl. Adm. Code 1412 permits the use of the 1980 CSO
Mortality Table for preneed business and reference the new rule. This amendment was
adopted effective January 1, 2009 (December 19, 2008, lllinois Register, Vol. 32, Issue
51) Susan Christy, Life Actuarial Assistant.

50 lll. Adm. Code 1414 - Preneed Life Insurance Minimum Standards for
Determining Reserve Liabilities and Nonforfeiture Values - The purpose of this new
regulation is to require the use of the 1980 CSO Mortality Table for determining the
minimum standard of valuation of reserves and the minimum standard nonforfeiture
values for preneed insurance products. This new regulation is based on the NAIC
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Model #817 and it will protect the public interest by increasing necessary reserves to an
appropriate level. This new rule was adopted effective January 1, 2009 (December 19,
2008, lllinois Register, Vol. 32, Issue 51) Susan Christy, Life Actuarial Assistant.

50 Ill. Adm. Code 2004 - Accident and Health Reserves — The reserve standards
incorporated by reference in Section 2004.10 have been updated. Section 2004.10 now
references the March 2008 edition of the Accounting Practices and Procedures Manual.
This amendment was adopted effective July 25, 2008 (August 8, 2008, lllinois Reqister,
Vol. 32, Issue 32) Gerald Lucht, Life Actuarial Section.

50 lll. Adm. Code 2012 - Long-Term Care Insurance - The title of Part 2012 has
changed and the requirements now adopted bring our State regulation in line with the
NAIC model on long-term care regulation. lllinois amendments include provisions that
ensure lllinois compliance with federal long-term care partnership requirements should
lllinois elect to become a partnership state. Other significant changes include
incontestability period and non-forfeiture provisions, producer training provisions,
disclosure of availability of new long-term care services, and a new contingent benefit
upon lapse provision, among others. This amendment was adopted effective May 5,
2008 (May 16, 2008, lllinois Register, Vol. 32, Issue 20) William McAndrew, Deputy

50 Ill. Adm. Code 2018 — Long-Term Care Partnership Insurance — With the adopted
changes to Part 2012, federal partnership requirements are included directly in the long-
term care regulation. The partnership requirements in Part 2018 were actually in
conflict with new federal requirements, and thus the Division repealed this portion.
Additionally, the authority pursuant to which this regulation was originally promulgated in
1994 has been repealed by PA 95-0200, effective August 16, 2007. This repeal was
adopted effective May 5, 2008 (May 16, 2008, lllinois Register, Vol. 32, Issue 20)

50 Ill. Adm. Code 2025 - lllinois Health Insurance Portability and Accountability
Standards - This amendment addresses provisions contained in Section 20(E)(3) of
the lllinois Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act (215 ILCS 97/20(E)(3)),
which requires the Division to establish rules to prevent an insurance carrier’s failure to
provide information about an individual’s previous benefits from adversely affecting
subsequent coverage under another group plan. This amendment was adopted
effective March 24, 2008 (April 4, 2008, lllinois Register, Vol. 32, Issue 14) William
McAndrew, Deputy Director.
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Administrative Services

The administrative section of the Division is responsible for all tax and fee operations,
including the audit functions of all privilege tax, fire marshal tax, retaliatory tax, and
surplus lines tax. Revenue collections for the year totaled $390,196,664.70, of which
$299,494,306.34 was deposited into the General Revenue Fund. All Division operations
are funded by various fees it collects from insurance companies, insurance producers,
and other related organizations and there is no appropriation received from the General
Revenue Fund.

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Consumer Services

The Consumer Services Section oversees the Division’s consumer protection and
education programs, licenses and regulates the activities of insurance producers, and
monitors the marketplace operations of insurance companies through policy analysis,
complaint investigation and periodic on--site examinations.

Consumer Services and Education Programs

During 2008, the Consumer Services Section enjoyed its sixth year using the electronic
complaint database. The system has proven itself to be reliable and has expedited the
handling of consumer complaints. The Consumer Services Section utilizes an electronic
group mailbox, which encourages respondents to reply to complaints via email or a fax
server that converts the transmission to an email. The Consumer Services Section also
uses a complaint depository, which allows respondents to securely “drop off” responses
to complaints. Reconciliation of consumer complaints is also conducted on the
electronic complaint database, which allows the electronic exchange of information and
immediate revisions to complaints that are affected.

In 2008, the Consumer Services Section monitored and revised consumer fact sheets
as necessary to ensure accuracy and to reflect any changes to insurance laws or
regulations. The fact sheets provide consumers with information regarding numerous
insurance topics and are available on the Division’s website at
http://insurance.illinois.gov/Main/Consumer_Facts.asp

The Division utilizes a toll-free consumer assistance hotline that enables consumers to
easily reach Consumer Services Section analysts with questions or complaints about
their insurance companies. The Consumer Services Section monitors the Director’s
email address that is available on the Division’s website for visitors to ask various
insurance related questions. The Consumer Services Section utilizes an electronic
system for assigning and responding to inquiries received by the Director’'s email. The
Consumer Services Section responded to approximately 2,113 of those inquiries. The
Consumer Services Section responds to the majority of the Director’s email inquiries
within 24 hours of receipt.

During the year 2008, the Office of Consumer Health Insurance (OCHI) received 14,229
calls from 1,039 different zip codes in lllinois. The three most frequently addressed
topics were: claims (2,687); group insurance (2,194); and individual insurance (1,701).
OCHI continued to distribute informational brochures to numerous entities throughout
the state that could provide the brochures to their stakeholders.

In January 2002, the Uninsured Ombudsman Program (Ombudsman) was established
within OCHI to educate uninsured lllinois residents about health insurance options and
benefits, including an explanation of rights guaranteed by state and federal law. The
Ombudsman also informs uninsured and underinsured consumers about available low-
cost or subsidized medical services.

Since its inception, the Ombudsman staff has worked with various state and local
agencies to build a database of local resources that provide medical services to the
uninsured and underinsured populations. Information in the database includes
resources for medical, dental, mental health, prescription drug, vision, and other
available health care services by county and city.

For calendar year 2008, the Ombudsman staff handled 1,191 telephone calls. As in
previous years, calls came from uninsured persons and from a variety of individuals and
organizations providing assistance to the uninsured, including other state agencies,
legislators, insurance agents, radio stations, and family and friends. The Ombudsman
staff continues to heighten the program’s public profile by, among others things,
regularly participating on radio talk shows and participating at pre-layoff workshops for
dislocated workers.

In 2008, an Ombudsman staff member was a guest on the television show “Pamela
Speaks” (Springfield, IL) and also participated in the Greene County Health Fair, Lincoln
Community Health Fair, and Eureka Grand Chapter Health Fair. In addition, an
Ombudsman representative sat on the “Cover the Uninsured Week” panel, spoke
before the American Association of Medical Assistants, and appeared at the Farm
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Resource Center Conference and the Immigration Workshop Series in the Village of
Skokie.

As in previous years, the Ombudsman staff actively participated on the Rapid Response
Team for Dislocated Workers. At meetings organized by the team, members from
various agencies answered dislocated workers’ questions and provided the most
current information about local resources and services. The Ombudsman staff
provided: critical information about continuation rights available through the employer
group health insurance plan; tips on how to shop for health insurance; information
regarding special enrollment rights under HIPAA (e.g., HIPAA allows dislocated workers
to enroll on a spouse’s employer group health plan); and the Division’s contact
information in case the dislocated worker needs further assistance.

The right of dislocated workers to continue health insurance coverage through their
former employer, whether pursuant to state continuation laws or federal COBRA laws, is
a major topic of discussion if the employer group health plan remains in existence.
Ombudsman staff provides detailed continuation of coverage information to workers and
their families, including information regarding the ability of qualified beneficiaries to
enroll separately under COBRA. The separate enrollment information is valuable at a
time of financial hardship — the employee may have a dependent (e.g., son, daughter,
or spouse) that insurance companies refuse to cover in the individual market due to the
dependent’s past or present medical condition.

Market Conduct Programs

In establishing a schedule of examinations, the Market Conduct Unit evaluates
information gleaned from insurer market conduct annual statements, specifically data
regarding paid and denied claims, payment medians, and zip code tracking of company
producers by business address. A market analysis of this annual statement data
enables us to prioritize companies for scheduling target examinations. Market analysis,
in conjunction with our review of consumer complaints, gives us the opportunity to
respond more quickly to the ever-changing marketplace.

Market conduct examinations directed at health maintenance organizations (HMOs)
emphasized both their compliance with rules and regulations, and accurate and timely
payments to their members. Market conduct staff continued to be active on various
NAIC working groups designed to address uniformity in market conduct examinations
with respect to data calls, examiner qualifications and examination procedures. The
Federal Gramm-Leach-Bliley Act is driving this ongoing effort.

Life, Accident and Health (LAH) Compliance Unit

The LAH Compliance Unit is responsible for reviewing and approving all filings for life,
disability, and health policies and for HMO, Limited Health Service Organization and
Voluntary Health Service Plans. In addition, the Unit handles HMO complaints, viatical
settlement provider compliance, and registration for preferred provider program
administrators and utilization review organizations.

Discount Plans

lllinois currently has approximately 200 active registered preferred provider
administrators (PPA) conducting business within our state. Approximately half of these
entities continue to report the offering of health care services on a discounted basis.
Despite this statistic, the Division continues to witness an explosion of unlicensed
discount plans. lllinois residents are being repeatedly exposed to fax blasting,
multimedia and internet solicitations for enrollment into discount card plans offering a
wide array of health care services and supplies. Routinely, these plans offer discounted
rates for medical, surgical, hospital, dental, vision, prescription drug, emergency travel,
mental health, and substance abuse care. In many instances, these solicitations offer
lllinois consumers faux access to health care provider discounts, purporting contractual
relationships with providers which do not exist.

Employers view discount health care programs as cost effective alternatives to offering
supplemental insurance coverage to their employees. Individuals see them as an
alternative to costly private coverage. Many of these plans are legitimate, but there are
some that provide only minimal coverage through marginal or non-existent provider
networks and at a great profit margin for the program sponsors.

Although there are exceptions, lllinois law generally requires discount plans to be
registered as preferred provider administrators under the Health Care Reimbursement
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Act. The Division continues to actively work to get these plans registered as preferred
provider administrators. Unfortunately, other states often lack oversight authority of
discount plans, leading sponsors of these plans to believe they do not have to register
under the lllinois law. This belief is reinforced by existing state mandates that require
discount programs to disclose, on their membership cards, that discount programs are
“not insurance.” While it is true that preferred provider administrators are not insurance
companies, they still are required to be registered with the Division.

The Division continues to address this issue, and encourages the consumer to verify
that their discount program is authorized to conduct business in lllinois before
purchasing the product. A listing of authorized preferred provider program networks has
been placed on the Division’s website.

Insurance Issues

In 2008, the LAH Compliance Unit continued to actively work with companies to address
compliance and policy language issues as they arose. The range of issues included:
network adequacy, assignment of benefits, rule interpretations, and innovative group
health products.

The LAH Compliance Unit is continuing to accept certified life and annuity filings under
Company Bulletin 2007-01. This certification allows companies to begin marketing life
and annuity products prior to receiving specific Director approval of the policy forms.
Such a process allows companies to quickly get products into the market place while
protecting consumers.

The LAH Compliance Unit continued to work with NAIC on many of the life and health
issues coming before that body, including the interstate compact.

In 2008, one carrier exited the individual marketplace and one carrier withdrew from the
small group marketplace. The exit of these carriers does not appear to have significantly
impacted the availability and affordability of coverage offered in the individual, small
group, or large group marketplace.

In 2008, the LAH Compliance Unit instituted Company Bulletin 2008-02 pursuant to
Public Act 095-0436 (SB 0873), effective June 1, 2008. Under this Act, lllinoisans under
age 65 who receive Medicare because of disabilities have the same open enrollment
rights as seniors. A person under 65 who qualifies for Medicare because of disabilities
and who applies for a Medigap policy within six months after enrolling in Medicare Part
B has a six-month open enrollment period beginning the day they enroll in Medicare
Part B. During open enrollment, a company must allow you to buy any of the Medigap
plans it offers. This right is also available for persons who are retroactively enrolled in
Medicare Part B due to a retroactive eligibility decision made by the Social Security
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Administration if they apply within six months after receiving notice of retroactive
eligibility.

Open enroliment applied to all under 65 Medicare eligible individuals even if they had
existing Medicare supplement insurance. If they fit this description they had the ability to
choose from any plan offered by companies selling Medicare Supplement insurance in
lllinois until December 1, 2008.

For persons under 65 that become eligible to purchase a Medigap policy, companies
may not charge a rate higher than the highest rate on the company’s current rate
schedule filed with the lllinois Division of Insurance.

Property and Casualty (P&C) Compliance Unit

The P&C Compliance Unit is responsible for the review of all commercial lines coverage
forms and rates that are required to be filed for compliance with lllinois Statutes and
Regulations. Additionally, the P&C Compliance Unit is responsible for the review of all
personal lines coverage forms and rates that are required to be filed for compliance with
lllinois Statutes and Regulations.

The Division continues to work on initiatives aimed at moving accepted products to
market as quickly as possible.

Producer Licensing and Regulation

The Licensing Unit is responsible for developing and administering licensing
examinations required of prospective insurance producers and public adjusters. This
responsibility is performed through a test administrator, which has established test sites
throughout the state. The examinations are given by computer and electronically graded
immediately upon completion. For candidates who pass the examination, an instant
application is provided at the test site. In addition, the licensing staff reviews and
processes new and renewal applications and issues licenses online on a daily basis.

Senior Health Insurance Program

The Senior Health Insurance Program (SHIP) is a free counseling program for Medicare
beneficiaries of any age, their families, or caregivers who have questions or problems
with health insurance issues. SHIP counselors are trained to answer questions on
Medicare, Medicare supplement insurance, Medicare Advantage health plans, long-
term care insurance, and prescription drug coverage. To ensure that SHIP continued to
have a capable and informed network of SHIP volunteer counselors assisting lllinois’
Medicare population, SHIP trainers conducted numerous introductory training sessions
for our new volunteer counselors, and multiple continuing education training sessions
for our existing network of volunteer counselors across lllinois.

During 2008, SHIP staff and SHIP volunteer counselors reached over three million
Medicare beneficiaries, their caregivers, advocates and providers through
approximately 541 public presentations, health fairs, cable television, radio, and/or
website events focusing primarily on educating and assisting people on Medicare with
their options for prescription drug coverage, as well as the spreading problem of
Medicare Advantage plan marketing abuse.
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SHIP continued its outreach activities in non-English speaking communities throughout
the state in an effort to ensure that all members of lllinois’ Medicare population continue
to have access to our counseling services. Our bilingual education specialist provided
front-line assistance and conducted several public presentations to Hispanic senior
groups and other interested parties concentrating on issues related to Medicare Part D
prescription drug coverage.

SHIP continues to build on existing partnerships with the lllinois Department on Aging,
Healthcare and Family Services, and the Social Security Administration and Centers for
Medicare and Medicaid Services. Through these ongoing partnerships, SHIP was and
continues to be extremely responsive and proactive to the increasing number of
emerging issues affecting our senior and disabled Medicare populations in lllinois.

Information access and dissemination was integral to SHIP’s outreach efforts in 2008.
SHIP was and continues to be a depository of Medicare, Medicare Supplement,
Prescription Drug Coverage, Extra Help, State Pharmacy Assistance Program (lllinois
Cares Rx), and related insurance information, conveying that information to lllinois’
Medicare beneficiaries through our publications, website, trainings, radio presentations,
interactive educational sessions, health fairs, and through our extensive network of
volunteer counselors across our State. SHIP not only disseminated information derived
from our partnering organizations, but also produced its own publications from data we
collected. In addition to the numerous publications on the aforementioned health
insurance topics, one key publication produced by SHIP, the Medicare Supplement
Premium Comparison Guide continues to be made available through our website, 800
line, and volunteer counselor network.

SHIP is funded in part by a federal Medicare education grant and in part by the
Producer Fund. SHIP exists within the Division pursuant to 20 ILCS 1405/1404-15
Senior Citizen Assistance and Information Program.

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Financial - Corporate Regulation

The Financial-Corporate Regulation Section is responsible for analyzing and monitoring
the financial condition of insurance companies, health maintenance organizations, and
all other regulated insurance risk-bearing entities, conducting on-site financial
examinations, and intervening when potential problems are identified. This section also
licenses authorized insurers in lllinois and investigates and takes action against
unauthorized companies illegally conducting the business of insurance. Additionally this
section provides oversight and advisory services to public pension funds in lllinois,
primarily for municipal police and fire department pension funds.

Financial Regulation Unit

The Financial Regulation Unit is responsible for analyzing and monitoring the financial
condition of insurance companies, health maintenance organizations, and other
regulated insurance risk-bearing entities and intervening when potential problems are
identified.

The unit is responsible for oversight of the management operations of lllinois insurers
because, by law, many corporate transactions such as entering reinsurance
agreements, paying dividends, and transacting business with affiliates require the prior
approval of the Division.

There is no longer a requirement for foreign insurance companies to submit quarterly
statements or foreign CPA audits. The unit’'s emphasis on domestic insurance
companies is consistent with NAIC guidelines.

The unit works closely with several entities with distressed financial conditions. In these
instances the unit must devote greater staff resources because a more continuous
regulatory role is required. For these companies, staff has more contact with company
personnel and company advisors in the form of face to face or teleconference meetings.
Detailed review of expanded analytical data is often required by these situations. In
many cases staff must also participate in national telephone conference calls with other
insurance regulators.

The unit representatives remain active on a limited basis at the national level in a
number of NAIC initiatives including: Financial Regulation Standards, Financial
Analysis, NAIC/AICPA, Emerging Accounting Issues, Statutory Accounting Principles,
Insurance Holding Company, Financial Reporting (Blanks), Risk Assessments and
Valuation of Securities. Participation has been limited, in large part to conference calls,
since sufficient staff has not been able to travel to the national and other meetings
where significant discussion of these matters takes place.
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Casualty Actuarial Unit

The Casualty Actuarial Unit’s ongoing responsibilities include providing technical
actuarial support to the financial and consumer market areas. The core actuarial
analyses performed with respect to the financial solvency of insurance entities include
reviewing Statements of Actuarial Opinion and analyzing workpapers supporting them,
performing loss reserve analyses of Annual Statement loss data and participating in on-
site financial examinations of insurance companies. Staff also evaluates the Actuarial
Opinion Summary of all domestic property and casualty companies, performs technical
analyses of reinsurance agreements for transfer of risk, evaluates all extraordinary
dividend notifications and monitors carried asbestos and environmental reserve
amounts.

In support of the consumer services area, actuarial staff reviews actuarial information
supporting rate filings, such as that of the lllinois FAIR Plan, the lllinois Mine
Subsidence Insurance Fund, the lllinois Automobile Insurance Plan, and the National
Council on Compensation Insurance. Staff oversees the actuarial evaluation of all
medical malpractice rate filings and provides significant technical assistance in the rate
hearings pursuant to statute.

Staff remains responsible for monitoring medical malpractice historical data and the
lllinois Medical Professional Liability Insurance Uniform Claims Reporting (IMPLIUCR)
data submitted by companies. The unit continues to oversee production of the lllinois
Property and Casualty Insurance Market Share Report.

Staff continues to represent lllinois on a national level as well. The unit participated in
the NAIC Casualty Actuarial Task Force calls throughout the year. More specifically,
staff assisted in updating the regulatory guidance for the actuarial opinion and report,
which is included with the American Academy of Actuaries Practice Note on Statements
of Actuarial Opinion. In addition to offering guidance for any new requirements, this
document also addresses problems or concerns found in previous opinions and reports.

Life Actuarial Unit

The Life Actuarial Unit has responsibilities in both the financial and consumer arenas.
On the financial side the unit reviews domestic companies’ reserve actuarial opinions
and other material relating to reserve adequacy, extraordinary dividend filings, and
financial examination actuarial planning memorandums. The unit’'s major ongoing
responsibilities on the consumer side are the review of long term care and Medicare
supplement filings for compliance with lllinois rating laws and regulations.

A significant amount of time is spent in support of the analysis, examination, and
consumer units, as well as on actuarial issues brought to us by individual companies
throughout the year. Examples of such ad hoc work include review and analysis of risk
based capital calculations, reinsurance transactions, actuarial matters relating to
mergers, permitted practices involving actuarial concerns, nontraditional policy form
filings, nonforfeiture related issues, consumer complaints, and reserve reduction
requests.

The unit attends the NAIC’s Life and Health Actuarial Task Force and Capital Adequacy
Task Force calls, as well as the American Academy of Actuaries’ C-3 Working Group
calls.

In the area of health insurance, premium rate increases for long term care insurance
continued to be one of the main issues faced by the unit. In 2008 the number of
companies filing for rate increases increased over the previous year as companies
continued to adjust to higher than expected claim costs. The unit reviewed these
increases for actuarial soundness and compliance with regulatory provisions, approving
or modifying the requested increases accordingly. The unit also reviewed rate filings for
Credit Life and Credit Disability insurance, and monitored compliance with the Small
Employer Health Insurance Rating Act. The unit assisted the Senior Health Insurance
Program with conducting an annual survey of Medicare Supplement premium rates in
lllinois. This information was incorporated into the 2008 Medicare Supplement Premium
Comparison Guide. The unit also worked with the lllinois Comprehensive Health
Insurance Program on various actuarial-related issues.

A significant amount of work was done in 2008 with the NAIC’s Life and Health Actuarial
Task Force in the area of principles based approaches to determining reserves. A
principles based approach is significantly different from the traditional formula-based
methods, and will therefore require considerable changes to the regulatory monitoring
process. Analogous work is being done for risk based capital.

Financial Examination Unit

lllinois law requires the examination of the financial condition of insurance companies
domiciled in lllinois not less than once every five years. On-site financial examinations
of companies provide for a detailed review of the Company’s financial condition,
compliance with lllinois laws and regulations, and the reliability of financial statements.
The information obtained during an examination may be the basis for timely and
appropriate regulatory action.

Under a national regulatory accreditation program for all state insurance regulatory
agencies administered by the NAIC, examinations of multi-state insurers must be
adopted within 18 months of the end of the year being examined.

The Financial Examination Unit utilizes the electronic work paper software known as
“Teammate.” This is the software used throughout most of the country by state
insurance regulators that should increase the efficiency and effectiveness of
examinations. The unit also utilizes four outside consultants/vendors to provide various
financial examination services to assist in the financial examination of lllinois domestic
companies.

During 2008, the unit organized and presented two educational seminars, which
provided up to 38.1 hours of continuing education credits for the Division’s financial
examination staff and staff from other Midwest state insurance agencies. These
seminars featured sessions on subjects such as fraud detection, statistical sampling,
reinsurance arbitration and due diligence, AM Bests Regulatory Center and Rating
Criteria, and conducting NAIC Risk Focused Surveillance Examinations, including
assessing corporate governance and internal audit, and identifying key activities and
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inherent risk assessment. A paramount emphasis of these seminars was to emphasize
a risk assessment approach to planning and conducting examinations.

In addition to performing financial examinations, the unit annually values the life
insurance in force of domestic companies. Reserve liabilities associated with these in-
force amounts are certified as meeting applicable minimum standards. Twenty of these
valuations were completed during the year.

Corporate Regulation Unit

The Corporate Regulation Unit is responsible for the incorporation, formation, licensing
and registration of insurance entities and approval of various corporate transactions.

In 2008, 635 life, accident and health and 1,179 property and casualty insurance
companies were licensed in lllinois. Other licensed entities include:

e 448 purchasing groups (organized to purchase commercial liability insurance for
their members);

e 112 foreign registered risk retention groups (insurance companies organized to
write only commercial liability insurance on behalf of their owner-members);

e 46 reinsurance intermediaries;

e 42 self-insured auto fleets; and

e 149 companies registered under the Service Contract Act.

As of December 31, 2008, 1,395 surplus lines producers were licensed. Those
individuals may, under circumstances defined by law, negotiate insurance contracts with
unauthorized insurers not protected by the lllinois Insurance Guaranty Fund. Pursuant
to statutory authority, 114 unauthorized insurers have been declared ineligible for use
by resident surplus lines producers for good cause.

Although lllinois law prohibits individuals or organizations from sharing risks without
authorization to transact the business of insurance, two types of risk-bearing entities are
permitted by statute. At the end of 2008, 10 religious and charitable risk pooling trusts,
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and 9 group workers compensation pools, were operating in lllinois. Twenty-three
companies were licensed as service companies to provide services to the group
workers compensation pools.

Pension Unit

As in previous years, there was an increase in the number of public pension funds,
members, assets, and beneficiaries. The Pension Unit experienced expansions of its
compliance audits, electronic filings, advisory services, statistical services, and
communications with the various pension funds during the 2009 fiscal year.

The unit maintains records involving the membership, trustees, officers, size and growth
of public pension funds within the State of lllinois. The total number of funds, including
police, firefighter and large funds, is 657. These funds include over 3,200 trustees. The
assets have decreased to $ 130.8 billion. The total number of participants has
decreased to 602,507 and the total benefits paid were over $9.88 billion to 371,688
beneficiaries.

A major responsibility of the unit is to conduct onsite and automated compliance audits.
The individual police and firefighter pension funds range from just 1 or 2 participants to
over 500 participants. The unit compliance staff was able to accomplish 74 exams. The
examinations included several of the largest funds in the state, and yielded over 67
findings.

This is the ninth year the unit received electronically filed pension fund annual
statements from all 657 public pension funds which are required to file an annual
statement. There were 10 workshops and seminars attended by staff concerning the
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downstate police and firefighter pension funds, members, trustees and officers. The unit
staff traveled over 5,000 miles to accomplish these goals.

The unit also submitted seven articles to the nine public pension organization’s
newsletters. The unit performs an actuarial study and calculates tax levies for the police
and firefighter pension funds. This information is sent to all funds for use with their local
municipalities.

The unit performed a number of complicated calculations for police portability along with
answering questions on this benefit. Historical tax levy calculations are supplied to local
municipalities upon request, as well as calculations for the legislature and Pension Laws
Commission.

The unit also supplied three calculations to potential new funds to assist municipalities
with real cost data for their future employee pension fund.

The unit handled over 3,120 phone calls, including inquiries from police and firefighter
pension funds needing assistance with the operation of their respective funds;
investment fund managers requesting information regarding investments; professional
pension organizations; and members of the state legislature.

The unit answered 64 letters requesting an opinion to settle questions arising from the
operation of various pension funds. There were over 390 written inquiries from different
individuals and groups within the pension arena that were assigned to staff for
responses.

The unit also made over 76 pension calculations for smaller funds that had retiring
members. The unit held 5 hearings of non compliance. The Division levied over
$100,000 in fines from these hearings.
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Legal

Division regulation involves a myriad of complex issues that must be meticulously
scrutinized, dissected and resolved one step at a time. During 2008, the legal staff
faced taxation issues, pre-paid funeral issues and military sales issues.

In 2007, Prudential Insurance Company of American and its affiliate, Pruco Life
Insurance Company filed a complaint in the Cook County Circuit Court regarding the
Department’s treatment of lllinois income tax cash refunds in connection with the
computation of the lllinois basis for the retaliatory tax calculation. At the heart of the
matter was what the amount of the tax refund reduction on the lllinois basis should be in
years when the refund exceeds a company’s income tax liability for that same year
resulting in a negative number for the lllinois basis. The companies contended that the
refund adjustment could not exceed the income and replacement taxes paid for the
year, while the Division argued that the excess should be allowed into the computation
in order to recapture, as retaliatory tax, income tax deductions that should not have
been taken on the retaliatory tax returns for previous years in that the taxes underlying
the deductions were later refunded.

The case settled disputed claims totaling $8,722,825.68 favorably for the Division in
connection with the retaliatory tax liability of the Prudential Insurance Company of
America, and of its affiliate the Pruco Life Insurance Company for the 2000, 2004, and
2006 tax years.

On another front, the Division was busy working to protect more than 47,000 lllinois
families who pre-paid for a funeral in lllinois. The Division examined the conduct of
Merrill Lynch Life Agency to determine whether it had violated any insurance laws.
Pursuant to a Stipulation and Consent Order, the company paid $18 million into a trust
that will be used to aid both consumers and members of the IFDA if those funeral
directors agree to provide their client-families with the contracted funeral previously paid
for.

Finally, the legal staff supported the Division’s efforts to deal with American Mutual of
lllinois regarding allegations of inappropriate sales practices targeting members of the
military at the Great Lakes Navel Base. Three separate cases were brought resulting in
administrative hearings. While the Director has not made a final ruling on the
appropriateness of the company’s actions, the Division has enforced the military sales
regulation and sent a clear message about taking advantage of the families and
members of the United States military.

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Office of the Special Deputy Receiver (OSD)

Pursuant to provisions of Article XIIl and Xlll %z of the lllinois Insurance Code, the
Director is appointed as statutory Conservator, Rehabilitator or Liquidator of a company
in receivership.

The Director, through his Special Deputy, takes the following alternative courses of
action, depending on the type of court order that is issued against a company:

1. Pursuant to an Order of Conservation, the Director takes possession of property,
business and affairs of a company to protect the interests of policyholders and other
creditors, and proceeds to ascertain the condition and situation of the company.

2. Pursuant to an Order of Rehabilitation, the Director is vested with title to all
property, contracts and rights of action of the company. He proceeds to conduct the
business of the company and to take appropriate steps, if possible, to remove the
causes and conditions which made rehabilitation necessary.

3. Pursuant to an Order of Liquidation, the Director is also vested with title to all
property, contracts and rights of action of the company. Upon entry of the court order,
he proceeds immediately to liquidate the property, business and affairs of the company,
to marshal assets, and to evaluate the claims asserted against the company in order to
make a distribution of assets as soon as possible to policyholders and other creditors.

For lllinois domiciled or licensed insurers placed into liquidation, the lllinois Insurance
Guaranty Fund, the lllinois Life and Health Insurance Guaranty Association, and the
lllinois Health Maintenance Organization Guaranty Association are mandated by statute
to respond to the covered claims up to certain statutory caps. Similar funds and
associations exist in most other states for similar purposes. The claims of policyholders
of unauthorized, illegal or unlicensed insurers are not generally afforded this protection.

OSD’s mission is to maximize assets of estates under its management, fairly dispose of
claims, and timely deliver assets to claimants. OSD achieved a great deal in 2008 to
further that mission. These accomplishments are broken down into two large categories:
OSD corporate accomplishments and estate-by-estate accomplishments. Of course, the
OSD Corporation exists to service the estates, but it is helpful to distinguish corporate
level accomplishments that benefit all estates, and estate-by-estate accomplishments
that benefit particular estates.

During 2008, a record seven estates were closed, and over $74mm was distributed to
creditors. Following is a brief synopsis of the highlights, which are also displayed in
chart format on the “2008 Estate Distribution and Closing” dashboard, which is attached
at the end of this report.

In addition to the above, there were other significant estate related accomplishments.
The Information Technology Department developed a database that the Estate
Strategic Planning Department used to help create dashboards for each estate. These
one page summaries of estate activities include completion dates for all interim estate
activities as well as closing goals for the estates. This is the framework used to realize
our goal of returning the maximum amount of assets possible to the largest number of
creditors possible, as soon as possible. Within this framework, all departments at OSD
have made major contributions, by both initiating and implementing new ideas to
expedite estate closures and distributions.

The Legion claims initiative is an outgrowth of our determination to meet our new goals.
Legion has over 5,000 policyholder level claims which need to be reviewed. In order for
the claim reviews on all estates to be completed in a timely manner, it was decided that
temporary claims examiners would be engaged for the Legion claims project. This
engagement will not only accelerate the Legion claim review process, but will also allow
us to keep pace with the claim reviews in all other estates.

Another initiative to expedite the review of claims was the redeployment of twelve OSD
employees to the Claims Department. These individuals were trained to complete a
variety of tasks, principally the evaluation of loss claims. This redeployment effort, along
with the streamlining of several claims handling procedures, will facilitate closing estates
earlier than previously thought possible.

REINSURANCE

The Reinsurance Department implemented a reinsurance billing procedure via the
usage of Uniform Data Standard (UDS) information on the Statewide estate, resulting in
the collection of $1,309,122 on claims that otherwise would not have been processed
until returned by the various Guaranty Funds and reviewed by OSD. As a result, the
decision was made to apply this procedure to certain other UDS compliant estates, such
as Gallant, Valor and United Capitol.

The Information Technology Department finalized the programming of the Pine Top
retrocessional database, which resulted in the generation of a $43,788,165 billing to
retrocessionaires. We anticipate that the collection efforts stemming from these billings
will be the last major project before closing the estate.

The Liquidator prevailed before the trial court in the declaratory judgment action brought
by Arrowhead General Agency seeking a cut-through against Legion Indemnity’s
reinsurers. If Arrowhead prevailed, this would have impaired the estates ability to
recover approximately $3,000,000 in contingent reinsurance commissions.

In the Alpine estate, the Liquidator determined that a four month claim filing period (as

opposed to the traditional six months) could be effectively used for the second claim
filing deadline. The petition will be filed in January.

MICA is a new estate (2007) but now has the potential to close in 2009. The IRS is
permitted by law to take up to three years to complete a review of an estate’s tax
returns. In many cases they will agree to an expedited review of 18 months, but even
this is a long time frame, if other estate issues are completed and we are just waiting for
the time to pass before we can make a distribution to the creditors. We have recently
approached the Taxpayer Advocate’s Office of the IRS and asked them to consider
further reducing the time frame for their tax return review process. If we are successful
with MICA, we can make the same request for other estates as well.

SPECIAL PROJECTS

Search for creditors on Delta Return to Sender project, involving 12,840 second filing
deadline notices.

In handling the claim evaluation for American Unified Life and Health Insurance
Company, an estate with limited assets, in order to maximize the distribution to the
creditors a special claims process was implemented significantly reducing the
administrative expenses for the estate. The Information Technology Department
modified the Liquidator System to eliminate the notice of determination process for
claims where the amount recommended by OSD was equal to the amount claimed by
the claimant on the proof of claim. Where the Guaranty Association paid a timely-filed
claim, the claim was processed more efficiently.

INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY

A year-end report was developed that summarizes salvage and subrogation information
by company and loss year. The resulting time saving output is also included as a
spreadsheet which is used by the Tax and Compliance Department for tax reporting for
each estate.

A set of reports was developed, based on information obtained from the Liquidator and
the Early Access Systems, which were used to report estate activity to the NAIC.

CLAIMS SERVICES

In addition to mailing proofs and managing the destruction of records, Claims Services
inventoried 402 boxes of AEG records and entered these into the Archive system.
These boxes were housed at OSD instead of offsite, in order to save on storage
retrieval and other miscellaneous expenses.

ESTATE REPORTS

Below is a brief report on each active company as of December 31, 2008, as well as
those companies that were closed in 2008. Following these reports is a combined
statement of cash receipts and disbursements for each company.

Administrative Employer Group, Inc.

On April 21, 2008 an Order of Liquidation with a finding of insolvency was entered
against The Administrative Employer Group, Inc. (AEG). The liquidation proceedings
follow the commencement of a conservation proceeding on August 27, 2007. These
actions were taken following the Division’s determination that the company was
transacting the unauthorized business of insurance and was insolvent. On November
17, 2008, an Order was entered approving claim filing deadlines and procedures.
Claims must be asserted by way of a proof of claim form.

AEG is wholly owned by Professional Employer Holdings, L.L.C., a Delaware limited
liability corporation. Although AEG was licensed in lllinois as a professional employer
organization (PEQO), it was never licensed for purposes of transacting the business of
insurance. Pursuant to its statutory obligations as PEO, AEG provided its client
companies with workers’ compensation coverage. Commencing in late 2004, AEG
obtained workers’ compensation coverage from the Reinsurance Company of America
(RCA). In February of 2005, RCA issued a 10-day notice of cancellation for the non-
payment of premium. AEG and certain affiliated entities commenced litigation against
RCA in New Jersey state court. That court ultimately entered an order holding that the
RCA policy was cancelled effective August 19, 2005. Although the policy issued by RCA
was cancelled, AEG continued issuing certificates of insurance purporting to provide
workers’ compensation coverage under the RCA policy until on or about August of
2007. Because AEG's issuance of the certificates of insurance constitutes the
unauthorized transaction of the business of insurance, Guaranty Fund coverage is not
available.

In conjunction with a due diligence of possible causes of action undertaken on behalf of
an affiliated company (Employers Consortium V, Inc. in Liquidation), a decision was
made to retain Clausen Miller for purposes of pursuing claims against a company,
Leading Edge Group Holdings, Inc., owned by AEG’s controlling person (Allen Hilly).
The causes of action relate to the transfer of funds from AEG to Leading Edge Group
Holdings, Inc. over an 11-month period during 2006. Allen Hilly is under federal
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indictment in New Jersey with respect to these transfers.
Alliance General Insurance Company

A wholly owned subsidiary of Alliance Insurance Group, Inc., (Alliance) was
incorporated in 1984 and began business on January 1, 1985. Alliance operated on a
licensed basis in lllinois and on an excess and surplus line basis in 39 other states and
the Virgin Islands. Alliance wrote commercial liability and property liability exposure.
Prior to being placed into liquidation, Alliance’s last financial statement reflected
approximately $13.7 million in direct as well as assumed reinsurance premiums for the
period ending December 31, 1998. No new direct business was written after the third
quarter of 1998.

An Agreed Order of Liquidation with a finding of insolvency was entered against Alliance
on January 7, 2000. The claim filing deadline was January 8, 2001, with a contingent
claim date of January 8, 2002.

The Liquidator filed a lawsuit against certain former officers and directors of Alliance
and its outside auditors, alleging, among other things, negligence and breach of duty. A
final settlement was reached with one of the defendants for $2,750,000. Settlement was
also reached with the officers, directors and owners for $5,000,000. The suit against the
outside auditors was settled for $10,000,000. The Liquidator’s suit against one
remaining defendant was settled in 2007.

Early access distributions totaling $1,453,137 have been made to the lllinois Insurance
Guaranty Fund for administrative expenses and claim benefits. On September 22, 2008,
an order was entered approving the Liquidator’s plan to distribute 100% dividend to all
claimants whose timely-filed claims are allowed at priority level (d) of the statutory
priority schedule. The amount of distribution was $16,622,605.

Alpine Insurance Company

Alpine Insurance Company (Alpine) commenced business in 1986, operating on a
licensed basis in lllinois and on an excess and surplus line basis in 42 other
jurisdictions. Alpine principally wrote commercial casualty liability coverages, as well as
professional liability coverages for architects and engineers.

On January 8, 1999, Alpine, a domestic P&C company, was placed under an Agreed
Order of Conservation. The company’s first direct parent is Alpine Holdings, Inc.
(formerly Transco Syndicate #1, Ltd.), and the ultimate parent is Exstar Financial
Corporation. Alpine Holdings Inc., a former member of the lllinois Insurance Exchange
(n/k/a INEX), was placed in conservation on March 18, 1999.

An Order of Liquidation was entered on June 28, 2000, for reasons of insolvency. On
December 21, 2000, the lllinois Appellate Court affirmed the trial court’s Order of
Liquidation, and on April 4, 2001, the lllinois Supreme Court denied a petition for leave
to appeal. The claim filing deadline was May 6, 2002, with a contingent claim date of
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May 6, 2003. Early access distributions totaling $93,433 have been made to the lllinois
Insurance Guaranty Fund for administrative expenses.

On August 2, 2001, the Liquidator filed a lawsuit against certain former officers,
directors and affiliated companies alleging, among other things, violations of federal
RICO laws, negligence and breaches of fiduciary duty. The lawsuit was settled in
October 2003 for $1,450,000 and payment was received in December 2003.

On March 7, 2007, the Supervisory Court entered an order approving a 100%
distribution on all allowed claims arising from liabilities assumed from Transco
Syndicate #1, Ltd. A distribution was then made on these claims out of assets held in
trust by Alpine for liabilities assumed from Transco Syndicate #1, Ltd.

On December 16, 2008, the Supervisory Court entered an order approving a 100%
distribution on timely filed claims allowed at level (d) and (g) of the priority schedule. A
total of $3,504,118 was distributed. Following the distribution, there was a surplus of
funds remaining in the estates. Pursuant to the requirements of Section 210 of the
lllinois Insurance Code (215 ILCS 5/210), the Liquidator prepared for the filing, in
January 2009, of a petition for an order establishing a second claim filing deadline.

American Health Care Providers, Inc.

An Order of Conservation was entered against American Health Care Providers, Inc.
and its affiliate American Unified Life and Health Company on February 2, 2000, by the
Circuit Court of Cook County, lllinois. An Order of Liquidation with a finding of
insolvency was entered on May 11, 2000, after a trial on the Director’s liquidation
complaint. The company was incorporated on October 30, 1982 and certified as a
health maintenance organization (HMO) on January 13, 1984. American Health Care
Providers was a wholly owned subsidiary of the First American Group of Companies.

The claim filing deadline was November 21, 2001. Early access distributions totaling
$2,720,753 have been made to the lllinois HMO Guaranty Association for administrative
expenses and claim benefits.

American Horizon Insurance Company

American Horizon Insurance Company was a wholly owned subsidiary of American
Horizon Holdings, Incorporated, a Delaware domiciled insurance holding company. The
company commenced operations in June 1999 when American Horizon Holdings, Inc.,
acquired Arcadia General Insurance Company. The current name was adopted in
conjunction with that transaction. The company was licensed in 13 states, concentrating
its writing primarily in private passenger automobile coverages. Originally domiciled in
Arizona, American Horizon Insurance Company re-domesticated to lllinois on
December 21, 2001, and simultaneously merged with American Horizon Property and
Casualty Insurance Company, an lllinois domestic affiliate. American Horizon
Insurance Company was the surviving entity. The company went into runoff in June
2001 and wrote no new business during 2002.
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On July 11, 2002, an Agreed Order of Liquidation with a finding of insolvency was
entered against American Horizon Insurance Company. The action was taken following
the Department of Insurance’s determination that the company was insolvent by more
than $2.5 million and in concurrence with the March 31, 2002, financial statement filed
by the company indicating a negative policyholder surplus of $2.8 million.

The claim filing deadline was July 11, 2003, with a contingent claim date of July 12,
2004. Early access distributions totaling $2,125,172 have been made to various
Guaranty Funds for administrative expenses.

American Mutual Reinsurance Company

American Mutual Reinsurance Company (AMRECO), a domestic mutual insurance
company, consented to an Order of Rehabilitation issued by the Circuit Court of Cook
County, lllinois, on February 22, 1988. Since its inception in 1941, the company
operated exclusively as a professional reinsurance company, providing only reinsurance
to other insurance companies. Those insurance companies ceded to AMRECO a
portion of the risks they had underwritten and AMRECO, in turn, retrocede a portion of
the risks assumed to other insurance and reinsurance companies through the
company’s reinsurance pool. The company has no direct policyholders.

The court supervising the rehabilitation entered an Order on September 6, 1988,
approving an Amended Plan of Rehabilitation (Amended Plan) for AMRECO. The
Amended Plan contemplated the payment in cash of a fixed percentage of all
outstanding claims presented in the ordinary course of business and the payment of the
balance of each such claim with interest bearing surplus drafts. The Amended Plan also
provided for progressive periodic increases to the cash portion of the payment formula
and a corresponding redemption of the surplus drafts.

Consistent with favorable loss experience during the rehabilitation, the Rehabilitator
determined it was in the best interest of all concerned to accelerate the claims and
adjudication process and wind up the estate. On December 21, 2001, the Supervisory
Court entered an Order approving the Second Amended Plan of Rehabilitation for
AMRECO. Key provisions of the Seconded Amended Plan include, but are not limited
to: (1) All claims of cedent creditors shall be valued as of June 30, 2001 (or earlier if a
cedent fails to provide information as of that date); (2) March 21, 2002, was the final
date by which the Rehabilitator may accept both new proofs of claim, as well as updates
to existing proofs of claim; (3) cedent creditors could include as part of their claims
reserves their incurred but not reported claims (IBNR), as reflected on their books and
records on or before June 30, 2001, provided that they also submit work papers
supporting the derivation of claimed amounts of IBNR; and (4) the Rehabilitator shall
continue making quarterly distributions from general assets on allowed claims pursuant
to the formula for payment (presently, 60% cash and 40% surplus draft), and to issue
quarterly billings as was done under the First Amended Plan.

The first payment under the Amended Plan was made February 1989, and the
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Rehabilitator has since made 68 consecutive quarterly payments. The final claim
payment, made under the Second Amended Plan, was made on November 11, 2005.
During the claim payment phase of the rehabilitation proceeding, claims liabilities in the
amount of $513 million were paid as follows: $246.4 million in cash and offsets, and
$166.6 million with surplus drafts.

In 2006, the Rehabilitator filed a petition seeking leave to distribute substantially all of
the estate’s assets to surplus draft holders, while retaining a portion for purposes of
funding continued collection activities. One surplus draft holder, EMLICO, objected on
the grounds that the Rehabilitator’s petition excluded $23,000,000 in surplus drafts it
held from participation. In January 2007, the supervisory court held that EMLICO’s
surplus drafts would not be subordinated in a final distribution of estate assets, and the
court entered an Order denying the Rehabilitator’s petition.

In May 2007, the Rehabilitator sought approval of procedures for a final distribution to
surplus draft holders (approximately a 50% dividend), consistent with the court’s
January 2007 Order. Four lower priority claimants, holders of guaranty fund certificate
notes, objected (this lower class, as a whole, has a $13,000,000 claim), arguing surplus
draft holders would be overpaid and the court should require either a present value
discount or the estate remain open until 2041. In late 2007, the court found the
Rehabilitator’s plan was reasonable and did not constitute an abuse of discretion, and
entered an Order overruling the objections. An appeal was filed that is still being briefed.

American Unified Life and Health Company

American Unified Life and Health Company (American Unified) a domestic life, accident
and health company, along with its affiliate, American Health Care Providers, Inc.
(AHCP), was placed under an Order of Conservation by the Circuit Court of Cook
County, lllinois on February 2, 2000. An agreed Order of Liquidation with a finding of
insolvency was entered against the company on June 27, 2000. American Unified is
owned by the First American Group of Companies.

The company commenced business in 1997 and wrote a companion PPO product
exclusively for its affiliate, AHCP, and was licensed in lllinois and Indiana.

The claim filing deadline was December 27, 2001. Early access distributions totaling
$643,863 have been made to the lllinois Life and Health Insurance Guaranty
Association for administrative expenses.

Associated Physicians Insurance Company

An Agreed Order of Liquidation with a finding of insolvency was entered against
Associated Physicians Insurance Company on August 16, 2001. This P&C company is
a wholly owned subsidiary of Associated Physicians Capital, Incorporated.

Classes A through G were paid at 100%, as follows: Class A received $423,889; Class
D received $321,057; Class E received $10,000; Class G received $411,576. The
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estate closed on December 9, 2008.
Association of Trial Lawyers Assurance

On October 14, 2004, an Agreed Order of Liquidation with a finding of insolvency was
entered against the Association of Trial Lawyers Assurance (ATLA Mutual). This mutual
insurance company was a Risk Retention Group qualified under the Federal Liability
Risk Retention act of 1986.

A 100% distribution was made to Class C in the amount of $2,000. There was a
43.3178% distribution at Class D, for $993,086.90. The estate closed on December 10,
2008.

Automotive Professionals, Inc.

On March 2, 2007, Automotive Professionals, Inc. (API), and its successor in interest,
API Creditors Trust were placed under an Order of Conservation by the Circuit Court of
Cook County, lllinois. On March 6, 2007, an Agreed Order vacating sequestration of the
conservation was approved by the Supervising Court.

On April 4, 2007, the Director filed a Verified Complaint for Rehabilitation against the
Defendants.

On April 13, 2007, API filed a Voluntary Petition for Bankruptcy in the United States
Bankruptcy Court for the Northern District of Illinois, Eastern Division (Bankruptcy
Court), which was opposed by the Director.

On June 12, 2007, the Bankruptcy Court denied the Director’s motion to dismiss. The

Director’s motion for leave to appeal was denied by the District Court. The conservation
was dismissed on June 5, 2008.
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Back of the Yards Neighborhood Council Risk Management Association
(Association)

The Association was organized in 1993, pursuant to the State of lllinois Workers’
Compensation Act and Section 305/4a of the lllinois Insurance Code, for the purpose of
administering a program of group self-insurance for workers’ compensation loss
exposures for selected members of the Back of the Yards Neighborhood Council, Inc.
The Association was placed in conservation by a court order entered April 21, 1999. An
Agreed Order of Rehabilitation was entered on December 20, 1999. On January 22,
2001, the Association was placed in liquidation.

100% dividend distributions were completed at year end 2006 to Classes D, E and G.
The total paid to Class D was $2,584,912.93. The Class E distribution was 53,215.70.
The distribution to Class G was $739,637.19. Following a second proofing and claim
review at Class D, a 46.0190% distribution was made in the amount of $123,908. The
estate closed on May 19, 2008.

Centaur Insurance Company

Centaur Insurance Company, an lllinois domestic property and casualty insurance
company, consented to an Agreed Order of Rehabilitation issued by the Circuit Court of
Cook County, lllinois on September 4, 1987. The Rehabilitator's Second Revised Plan
of Rehabilitation was entered and approved by the Supervisory Court on December 8,
2000.

Centaur wrote general liability, as well as general P&C lines of business on a primary or
excess basis. In addition, Centaur wrote assumed reinsurance. Centaur was licensed in
D.C. and all states except AZ, CT, HI, KS, NH, SD, VT and WY, in which it wrote on a
surplus line or non-admitted basis.

The Rehabilitator has paid $118,376 in direct claims and related loss adjustment
expenses since the inception of the receivership proceedings.

On August 16, 1999, the Supervisory Court approved a plan for the Rehabilitator to
pursue policy buy-backs with insureds. The plan has been completed; an agreement
was reached with 20 insureds for total settlements of $12,076,099. This resulted in a
reduction in case reserves to Centaur of $20,102,432.

The Rehabilitator has engaged in negotiations with Centaur’s reinsurers and reinsureds,
both domestic and international, resulting in numerous commutations which were
approved by the Supervisory Court.

On November 13, 2006, the Supervisory Court entered an Order approving a 100% first
dividend on all claims allowed and approved by the Supervisory Court for distribution at
statutory priority level pursuant to 215 ILCS 5/205(1)(e). The Supervisory Court further
authorized the Rehabilitator to make distributions of estate assets necessary to
effectuate the first dividend on allowed and court approved claims. The Supervisory
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Court’s approved dividend and distribution of estate assets applies to claims which
have, to date, been allowed and approved in the rehabilitation proceedings as well as to
claims which may in the future be allowed and approved at statutory levels pursuant to
215 ILCS 5/205(1)(d) and 215 ILCS 5/205(1)(e).

Coronet Insurance Company

On December 10, 1996, an Order of Conservation was entered against Coronet
Insurance Company (Coronet), as well as two of its subsidiaries, Crown Casualty
Company and National Assurance Indemnity Company. On December 24, 1996,
Coronet was declared insolvent and an Agreed Order of Liquidation with a finding of
insolvency was entered. Coronet, an lllinois domestic property and casualty company, is
a wholly owned subsidiary of Normandy Holding Company and commenced business in
1963.

The company’s principle business consists of non-standard private passenger
automobile coverages, both liability and physical damage, as well as a small amount of
homeowners and other coverages on a direct and assumed basis. Although licensed in
11 states, the company primarily wrote in IL, AZ, NV, TN and OH.

The claim filing deadline was December 24, 1997, with a contingent claim date of
December 24, 1998. Early access distributions of $6,695,005 have been made to
various guaranty funds for administrative expenses.

On December 8, 1998, the Liquidator filed a federal RICO complaint in the U.S.D.C.
Northern District of lllinois, against certain former officers and directors of Coronet. After
years of litigation, settlement agreements were reached with all defendants, and the
case was dismissed.

A complaint was filed against the former auditors of the company for negligence and
breach of contract. Both parties filed appeals in this matter. The Liquidator received a
favorable appellate decision. A motion for rehearing is pending.

Crown Casualty Company

Crown Casualty Company (Crown), an lllinois domestic P&C company, and a member
of the Coronet Insurance Group, was ordered into conservation on December 10, 1996.
On January 31, 1997, an Order of Liquidation with a finding of insolvency was entered.
This was not an agreed order, but rather a non-contested default. Crown is a wholly
owned subsidiary of National Assurance Indemnity Company (national Assurance),
which in turn is owned by Coronet Insurance Company. The company commenced
business in 1990. National Assurance and Coronet were also placed in conservation on
December 10, 1996, and NAIC'’s liquidation date was January 3, 1997.

Licensed only in lllinois, this company primarily assumed business from its ultimate
parent, Coronet. It also wrote a small amount of automobile coverages on a direct basis.
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The claim filing deadline was February 2, 1998, with a contingent claim filing date of
February 2, 1999. Early access distributions of $556,242 have been made to the lllinois
Insurance Guaranty Fund for administrative expenses.

On December 8, 1998, the Liquidator filed a federal RICO complaint in the U.S.D.C.
Northern District of lllinois, against certain former officers and directors of Coronet. After
years of litigation settlement agreements were reached with all defendants and the case
was dismissed.

A complaint was filed against the former auditors of the company for negligence and
breach of contract. Both parties filed appeals in this matter. The Liquidator received a
favorable appellate decision. A motion for rehearing is pending.

Delta Casualty Company

Delta Casualty began business in 1967 and was licensed in lllinois, Florida and lowa.
The company primarily wrote commercial automobile liability, physical damage and
workers’ compensation coverages for cab companies in the Chicago metropolitan area,
as well as nonstandard private passenger automobile business in the state of Florida.
The company discontinued all of its commercial cab business in December 2000 and its
nonstandard Florida automobile business in March 2001.

On December 4, 2001, an Order of Liquidation with a finding of insolvency was entered
against Delta Casualty Company. Delta Casualty Company was a privately held,
domestic property and casualty company. The claim filing deadline was December 4,
2002, with a contingent claim date of December 4, 2003. Early access distributions
totaling $2,920,298 have been made to various guaranty funds for administrative
expenses and claim benefits.

On February 20, 2008, the Supervising Court entered an Order approving the
Liquidator’s application for the payment of a 100% dividend on all timely-filed claims
allowed at priority levels (a)-(g) of the distribution schedule. A total of $480,173 was
distributed. Following payment of the dividend, there was a surplus, and the Liquidator
filed a petition pursuant to Section 210 of the lllinois Insurance Code (215 ILCS 5/210)
for purposes of requesting the setting of a second bar date for the filing of proofs of
claim. On March 20, 2008, the Supervising Court entered an Order establishing a new
claim filing deadline of December 22, 2008.

Employer’s Consortium V, Inc. (ECI)

In late 2005, ECI was purchased by Professional Employer Holdings, L.L.C., a
Delaware limited liability corporation (PEH). Although ECI was licensed in lllinois as a
professional employer organization (PEQO), it was never licensed for purposes of
transacting the business of insurance. Pursuant to its statutory obligations as a PEO,
ECI provided its client companies with workers’ compensation coverage. Subsequent to
its purchase by PEH, ECI commenced issuing certificates of insurance for workers’
compensation coverage under a policy of workers’ compensation insurance issued by
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the Reinsurance Company of America (RCA) to another PEO owned by PEH, The
Administrative Employers Group, Inc. (AEG) in 2004. The RCA policy issued to AEG,
under which ECI was issuing its certificates of insurance, had been cancelled effective
August 19, 2005, prior to purchase of ECI by PEH. Because ECI’s issuance of the
certificates of insurance constitutes the unauthorized transaction of the business of
insurance, guaranty fund coverage is not available.

On April 21, 2008, an Order of Liquidation with a finding of insolvency was entered
against ECI. The liquidation proceeding follows the commencement of a conservation
proceeding on August 27, 2007. These actions were taken following the Division’s
determination that the company was transacting the unauthorized business of insurance
and was insolvent.

Subsequent to ECI being placed into liquidation, in July 2008 a former officer and
director (against whom a petition for rule to show cause was pending) filed a Chapter 7
bankruptcy petition on behalf of ECI. This was dismissed on the motion of the US
Trustee on the ground that the petition has not been signed by an attorney. In
November, on the same date as a hearing before the liquidation court on the rule to
show cause, the officer and director caused a second Chapter 7 bankruptcy petition to
be filed on behalf of ECI. The US Trustee learned that the attorney’s signature on the
second filing had been forged. As of the end of the year, the US Trustee was preparing
to file a motion to dismiss the petition on the ground that it was not properly signed by
an attorney.

Subject to the possibility of future litigation recoverables, ECI is a no asset estate. Prior
to filing a motion to close the liquidation estate, the Rehabilitator obtained the services
of an outside counsel, Clausen Miller, to undertake a due diligence review of possible
causes of action. A potential cause of action was identified arising from fraudulent
transfers effectuated during the course of the 2006 calendar year by ECI’s ultimately
controlling person (against whom federal indictment was issued in New Jersey for the
same activity). A decision was made to retain Clausen Miller on a contingent fee basis,
there being no assets in the estate with which to pay the firm on a current basis. Prior to
the Liquidator being able to obtain the necessary court approval of the proposed fee
agreement, the second bankruptcy petition was filed, one effect of which was to stay the
liquidation of ECI. Both approval of the proposed fee arrangement and the filing of the
complaint were pending at the end of the year.
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Gallant Insurance Company

On February 25, 2002, an Order of Conservation was entered against Gallant Insurance
Company (Gallant) following the Division’s determination that Gallant was insolvent by
more than $21 million.

An Order of Liquidation was entered by the Circuit Court of Cook County, lllinois,
against Gallant on August 9, 2002, subject to a 14 day stay until August 23, 2002. The
Order of Liquidation was entered on the Director’s motion for Judgment on the
Pleadings, which was granted by the Circuit Court on August 7, 2002, based upon a
duly authorized Consent to Liquidation executed by Gallant’s board of directors, which
the owner subsequently refused to honor. On August 14, 2002, Gallant filed a Notice of
Appeal of the Order of Liquidation.

An Agreed Order was entered by the Circuit Court of Cook County, lllinois on March 13,
2003, which contains a finding of insolvency and waives all rights to appeal, and further
requires Gallant to dismiss with prejudice its pending appeal of the Court’s Order of
Liquidation issued on August 9, 2002. The Appeal was dismissed on March 27, 2003
and as of that date the Liquidation Order and finding of insolvency became final.

The Division has previously approved an arrangement for Affirmative Insurance
Company (Affirmative) to assume or reinsure all in-force business of Gallant effective
January 1, 2002. As such, Affirmative is responsible for policy claims which occurred on
or after that date. Affirmative is an lllinois domestic carrier and member of the Vesta
Insurance Group of Birmingham, AL, and is licensed in 25 states including lllinois and
Indiana.

Gallant is a wholly owned subsidiary of JP Holding Incorporated and a member of the
Warrior Insurance Group of Bedford Park, lllinois. Gallant was originally incorporated in
November 1977 as the Allied American Insurance Company. The current name was
adopted in July 1995.

The company was licensed in the state of lllinois and Indiana, and primarily wrote non-
standard passenger automobile liability and physical damage coverage.

The claim filing deadline was February 23, 2004. The deadline for liquidating timely filed
contingent claims was August 23, 2004. Early access distributions totaling $11,206,564
have been made to various guaranty funds for administrative expenses and claim
benefits.

On July 25, 2006, the supervisory court entered an order approving the Liquidator’s
recommendation of a 100% dividend distribution to priority level (b) secured creditors.

lllinois Electrical Employers Workers’ Compensation Association, Inc.
(Association)

The Association was organized in 1995, pursuant to Section 305/4a of the State of
lllinois Workers’ Compensation Act and 215 ILCS 5/4 of the lllinois Insurance Code for
the purpose of administering a program of group self-insurance for workers’
compensation loss exposures for selected members of the Professional Electrical
Contractors Association of Chicago. The Association was placed in rehabilitation by an
agreed court order entered on December 20, 1999. On November 3, 2000, an Agreed
Order of Liquidation with a finding of insolvency was entered against the company.

A partial Class D policyholder level distribution of 43.5678% was made in 2005, totaling
$205,000. A second partial distribution was made in February 2007. This was a
12.7515% distribution in the amount of $59,999.74. Following a second proofing and
claim review at Class D, a 73.267% distribution was made in the amount of
$344,743.74. The estate closed on June 30, 2008.

lllinois Environmental Service Workers’ Compensation Trust (Trust)

The Trust was organized in 1991, pursuant to Section 305/4a of the State of lllinois
Workers’ Compensation Act and 215 ILCS 5/4 of the lllinois Insurance Code, for the
purpose of administering a program of group self-insurance for workers’ compensation
loss exposures for selected members of the lllinois Association of Environmental
Service Companies. The Trust was placed in conservation by a court order entered on
July 31, 2000. On March 22, 2001, an Order of Liquidation was entered.

One hundred percent of the distributions were completed by November 8, 2006 to
Classes D, E and G. The total paid to Class D was $1,352,665. The Class E distribution
was $149,495 and the distribution to Class G was $181,791. Following a second
proofing and claim review, another 100% distribution was made on December 19, 2007
to Classes D, E and G. The total paid to Class D was $231,732. The Class E
distribution was $23,885 and distribution to Class G was $750. In addition, assessment
refunds totaling $90,173 were made on April 29, 2008. The estate closed on April 23,
2008.

lllinois Healthcare Insurance Company

This life, accident and health company was placed under an Agreed Order of
Liquidation with a finding of insolvency on June 30, 2000.

One hundred percent distribution totaling $3,197 was made to Class C in March 2007.
At closing a 100% distribution was made to Class D, in the amount of $1,158,379.35. A
63.4977% pro rata distribution was made in the amount of $219,672.47 to Class G. The
estate closed on December 17, 2008.

JRSO, Inc.
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An Order of Conservation was obtained against JRSO, Inc. on August 27, 2007. On this
same date, affiliated entities Administrative Employer Group, Inc., Employer’s
Consortium V, Inc. and Michael A. Ward were also placed in conservation. The
company was released from conservation on February 15, 2008.

Legion Indemnity Company

On April 3, 2002, an Order of Conservation was entered against Legion Indemnity
Company (Legion Indemnity). On April 9, 2003, upon the Director’s Verified Complaint
for Liquidation, the Circuit Court of Cook County entered an Order of Liquidation with a
finding of insolvency against Legion Indemnity.

The lllinois Property and Casualty Guaranty Fund, as well as the New Jersey Surplus
Lines Guaranty Association were triggered for covered claims of residents of their
respective states only. In addition, the lllinois Life and Health Guaranty Association was
triggered for covered accident and health claims of lllinois residents, as well as certain
other states.

Legion Indemnity is licensed only in the state of lllinois; however, it operated on a
surplus lines or non-admitted basis in the District of Columbia, U.S. Virgin Islands and
49 other jurisdictions. On December 31, 2001, the company reported direct written
premium of $89,307,000, and assumed reinsurance premium of $11,500,000.

Legion Indemnity was originally incorporated in January 1987 as the Wacker-Randolph
Insurance Company. The name was changed to Dearborn Insurance Company in
March 1987 and changed to its current name in May 1996. Legion Indemnity is a wholly
owned subsidiary of Legion Financial Corporation, which is in turn owned by Mutual
Group Ltd. of Delaware. The ultimate holding company for all of the insurance
operations is Mutual Risk Management, Ltd., a Bermuda corporation.

The claim filing deadline was October 11, 2004 and the deadline for liquidation of
timely-filed contingent claims was April 10, 2006. Early access distributions totaling
$10,949,290 have been made to various guaranty funds for administrative expenses
and claim benefits.

Michael A. Ward
This individual was placed in Conservation on August 27, 2007 along with three of the

companies of which he was a principal, Administrative Employer Group, Inc.,
Employer’s Consortium V, Inc. and JRSO, Inc.
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Municipal Insurance Company of America (MICA)

MICA, an lllinois domestic LAH insurance company was placed under an Agreed Order
of Liquidation with a finding of insolvency on October 24, 2007, by order of the Circuit
Court of Cook County.

MICA was located in Arlington Heights, IL. It was licensed to do business in lllinois and
Indiana. However, substantially all of its existing business was in lllinois. MICA wrote
primarily small group life, accident and health insurance.

A claim filing deadline of October 24, 2008 was established by the liquidation court.
Early access distributions of $6,500,000 have been made to the lllinois and Indiana
Guaranty Funds for administrative expenses and claims benefits.

National Assurance Indemnity Company

National Assurance Indemnity Company (National Assurance), an lllinois domestic P&C
company, and a member of the Coronet Insurance Group, was ordered into
conservation on December 10, 1996. National Assurance, which commenced business
in 1998, is a wholly owned subsidiary of Coronet Insurance Company, which was
placed in liquidation on December 24, 1996. National Assurance’s subsidiary, Crown
Casualty, was also placed in conservation on December 10, 1996. On January 3, 1997
and January 31, 1997, respectively, National Assurance and Crown Casualty were
placed in liquidation. The liquidation orders were not agreed, but rather non-contested
defaults.

Licensed only in lllinois, the company primarily assumed business from its parent,
Coronet, and also wrote a small amount of private passenger automobile business.

The claim filing deadline was January 5, 1998, with a contingent claim date of January
5, 1999. Early access distributions of $680,714 have been made to the lllinois Guaranty
Fund for administrative expenses and claim benefits.

After years of litigation, settlement agreements were reached with all defendants and
the case was dismissed.

A complaint was filed against former auditors of the company. Both parties have filed
appeals in this matter. A date for oral argument will be set by the Appellate Court.

On August 21, 2007, the Supervisory Court entered an Order approving a 100%
dividend on claims recommended for allowance and approved by orders of the court for
distribution at statutory priority levels (d) thru (g); and further authorized the Liquidator to
make a distribution of National Assurance Indemnity Company’s estate assets
necessary to effectuate the dividend on allowed and court approved claims.

After payment of these claims, a surplus of estate assets remained. Therefore, by an
Order dated October 9, 2007, the court established a new claim filing deadline of
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February 1, 2008 to afford claimants who might still have claims not previously filed with
the Liquidator, or who filed a proof of claim after the original claim filing deadline (late
claims), an opportunity to share in subsequent distribution of National Assurance’s
surplus assets. In December, 2008 a 100% supplemental distribution in the amount of
$20,337 was made.

Oak Casualty Insurance Company

On November 19, 2002, an Agreed Order of Liquidation with a finding of insolvency
was entered against Oak Casualty Insurance Company (Oak Casualty). This action was
taken following the Department of Insurance’s determination that the company was
insolvent by more than $2.5 million.

Oak Casualty began business in June 1988 as a Florida domiciled insurance company.
Prior to 1997, the company was 60% owned by Industrial Casualty Insurance Company,
(Industrial Casualty) an lllinois Life and Accident and Health Mutual Legal Reserve
Company. In 1997, Industrial Casualty was demutualized and converted to a property
and casualty company. Simultaneously, Oak Casualty was re-domesticated to lllinois
and merged with Industrial Casualty, with Oak Casualty continuing as the surviving
entity. Oak Casualty is a wholly owned subsidiary of Preferred Casualty Holdings, Inc.,
a privately held lllinois holding company.

Licensed in the states of lllinois, Indiana, Florida and West Virginia, the company wrote
primarily private passenger non-standard automobile liability, and physical damage
policies, as well as individual accident and health hospital/medical disability coverage.
The company was in runoff and wrote no new business after August 2002.

The claim filing deadline was November 19, 2003, with a contingent claim date of
November 19, 2004. Early Access distributions totaling $5,991,556 have been made to
various guaranty funds for administrative expenses and claim benefits.

Pine Top Insurance Company

Pine Top Insurance Company (Pine Top) commenced business in 1973. Its sole
stockholder was Greyhound Corporation (Dial Corp). Pine Top was licensed in three
states (IL, AZ and MT). It also operated on an excess and surplus lines or non-admitted
basis in 43 additional jurisdictions. Pine Top primarily wrote general liability, umbrella
and excess liability, primary and excess fire, as well as a significant amount of assumed
reinsurance and facultative coverages.

Pine Top was placed in conservation by a court order entered on June 18, 1986. On
June 23, 1986, Pine Top was placed in rehabilitation. Following unsuccessful efforts to
rehabilitate the company, the Circuit Court of Cook County, lllinois, issued a final
Agreed Order of Liquidation with a finding of insolvency on January 16, 1987.

The final date for filing proofs of claim with the Liquidator was January 17, 1989. The
contingent claim liquidation date was extended to January 17, 1992. Early access
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distributions in the amount of $3,246,229 have been made to various guaranty funds for
administrative expenses and claim benefits.

On October 19, 1993, the Supervisory Court entered an order approving procedures for
the final valuation of cedent creditor claims. Final update forms were mailed to all
cedents.

Beginning in 1996, a 50% partial policyholder distribution of approximately $13 million
was made. A second 50% distribution in the amount of $13,415,677.55 was made on
December 30, 1999. On June 30, 2003 a 100% Class E distribution was made in the
amount of $18,910,705.33 and another $4,900,000 was paid in 2005. Pursuant to an
Order entered by the Supervisory Court in May of 2003, all timely filed policyholder
claims allowed at level (e) of the priority schedule have been paid in full. Evaluations are
still pending for claims at level (g).

Security Insurance Company, Ltd.

On July 22, 2005, Security Insurance Company, Ltd. (Security Ltd.) was placed under
an Order of Conservation. On July 26, 2005, an Agreed Order vacating sequestration of
the Conservation Order was approved by the Supervisory Court.

On August 9, 2005, Security Ltd. was placed into rehabilitation under an Agreed Order
of Rehabilitation entered by the Circuit Court of Cook County, lllinois.

A 90.9578% distribution was made in the amount of $1,157,259.02. The estate was
closed on March 17, 2008.

Statewide Insurance Company

On January 6, 2004, an Agreed Order of Liquidation with a finding of insolvency, was
entered against Statewide Insurance Company (Statewide) in the Circuit Court of Cook
County, lllinois. Statewide’s board of directors consented to the order, which was
entered based on the Director’s complaint that Statewide’s policyholder surplus was
impaired in an amount in excess of $21 million.

Located in Waukegan, lllinois, Statewide, a wholly-owned subsidiary of Statewide
Holding Corporation, was incorporated in 1979. Statewide was licensed in 26 states and
wrote commercial multiple peril, commercial auto, general liability, umbrella coverage,
workers’ compensation, inland marine and fidelity and surety bond business. The
policies were primarily marketed to small general contractors and artisans in the
Midwest and Western states.

The claim filing deadline was January 6, 2005. The deadline for liquidating timely-filed
contingent claims was January 6, 2006. Early access distributions totaling $14,474,551
have been made to various guaranty funds for administration expenses and claim
benefits.
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United Capitol Insurance Company

On September 12, 2001, United Capitol Insurance Company (United Capital), an Illinois
domestic property and casualty company, was placed under an Order of Conservation.
An Order of Liquidation with a finding of insolvency was entered on November 14, 2001.

United Capitol is a wholly owned subsidiary of United Capitol Holding Company, Inc., a
Delaware insurance holding company, which is in turn wholly owned by Frontier
Insurance Company of Rock Hill, New York. Frontier was placed into rehabilitation by
the New York Department of Insurance on August 27, 2001. Both companies are
members of the Frontier Insurance Group.

United Capitol was originally incorporated in February 1981 as the Great Southwest
Surplus Lines Insurance Company. The current name was adopted in June 1986, and
the company was acquired by the Frontier Insurance Group through its subsidiary
Frontier Insurance Company in May 1996.

The company is licensed in three states (AZ, IL and WI), and operated on a surplus line
or a non-admitted basis in D.C., Puerto Rico, the U.S. Virgin Islands and all other
states.

The claim filing deadline was November 14, 2002, with a contingent claim date of
November 14, 2003. Early access distributions totaling $3,909,804 have been made to
the various guaranty funds for administrative expenses and claim benefits.

A complaint against the former directors and officers of the company alleging breach of
fiduciary duty and reckless mismanagement was settled for $6,250,000.

Valor Insurance Company

On February 25, 2002, an Order of Conservation was entered against Valor Insurance
Company (Valor) following the Department of Insurance’s determination that Valor was
insolvent by more than $15 million.

An Order of Liquidation was entered by the Circuit Court of Cook County, lllinois,
against Valor on August 9, 2002, subject to a 14 day stay until August 23, 2002. The
Order of Liquidation was entered on the Director’s motion for Judgment on the
Pleadings, which was granted by the Circuit Court on August 7, 2002 based upon a duly
authorized Consent to Liquidation executed by Valor’s board of directors which the
owner subsequently refused to honor. On August 14, 2002, Valor filed a Notice of
Appeal of the Order of Liquidation.

An Agreed Order, which contains a finding of insolvency and waives all rights to appeal,
was entered by the Circuit Court of Cook County, lllinois on March 13, 2002, and further
requires Valor to dismiss with prejudice its pending appeal of the Court’s Order of
Liquidation issued August 9, 2002. The Appeal was dismissed on March 27, 2003 and
as of that date, the Liquidation Order and finding of insolvency became final.
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The Division had previously approved an arrangement for Affirmative Insurance
Company to assume or reinsure all in-force business of Valor effective January 1, 2002.
As such, Affirmative is responsible for policy claims which occurred on or after that date.
Affirmative is an lllinois domestic carrier and member of the Vesta Insurance Group of
Birmingham, AL, and is licensed in 25 states including lllinois and Indiana.

Valor is a wholly owned subsidiary of Gallant Insurance Company, both of which are in
liquidation, which in turn is wholly owned by J and P Holdings Incorporated, and a
member of the Warrior Insurance Group of Bedford Park, lllinois. Valor was originally
incorporated in December 1989 as the Unicorn Insurance Company. Its name was
changed in 1992 to Hallberg Direct Insurance Company and to Valor in July 1995.

The company is licensed in the states of lllinois and Indiana, and primarily wrote non-
standard passenger automobile liability and physical damage coverages.

The claim filing deadline was February 23, 2004. The deadline for liquidating timely-filed
contingent claims was August 23, 2004. Early access distributions totaling $18,075,189
have been made to the Guaranty Fund for administrative expenses and claim benefits.
